SOUTH DAKOTA AGRICULTURE TEACHERS HALL OF FAME

1)
Honoree must have taught at least 25 years of Vo-Ag (Ag Ed) or other Vo-Ag (Ag Ed) 
supervision.

2) 
Honoree should be retired from teaching - need not meet the "Rule of 85".

3)
Military service that interrupts teaching should count to 25 year retirement.

4)
Honoree must receive a majority of votes cast by past-presidents. When the pool of candidates is 4 or greater, and if after the first ballot no one has a majority, a second ballot will be distributed with the two candidates from the first ballot that received the most votes listed on the ballot.
5)
Honoree should have a distinguished record of serving Agricultural Education in South 
Dakota.

6)
Once a persons name is placed on the ballot, it shall remain on the ballet for no more than 
five years.
